In any claim you are required to pay $250 only, as your part of 
the excess, MAAA will pay the balance.  

Injury to Another Person  
Injury to another person (regardless of how serious the injury may be) should immediately be reported to the club Secretary 
or a Committee member. This must then be followed up in writing using the Accident and Incident Report Form, available 
from the Club Secretary or MAAA web site.  

Your membership constitutes an agreement by you to comply with the Rules and By-Laws of TMAC and its insurers. If you 
require any further information please contact the Club Secretary.
